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	Theories of Learning


	A child’s brain development determines his or hers abilities and learning needs, which should be the core element to establish an appropriate learning program. Teachers must take advantage of that stage and provide instruction and teaching strategies that will ensure the child’s learning process.

We should target the cognitive development, based on each student’s strengths and learning styles in each of the brain developmental stages.
	Being that each classroom is set up with a group of students with different interests and learning needs and some of those needs might not be a teacher’s teaching strengths, we must seek support from our team member  for alternative instructional ideas. This should be done, being that they might have that specific teaching strength. The goal should be to provide the proper instruction to all of our students equally and accordingly.
	We must follow and create a learning environment (curriculum and program), not too easy or hard, that is accordingly challenging for all of the students. 

The physical environment should be designed to meet the instructional needs stated in the theory the school follows. (Constructivism theory.)

	Through proper mentoring, the institution can reassure that all their teaching staff, correctly, follows and accepts the learning theory that the school adheres to.

The school may use different professional development programs that enable teacher growth in different theories. These programs should be determined based on the teacher’s needs, strengths and weaknesses, in order to create awareness of the content base of each theory and the benefits it brings to the institution and instruction process.
